2011-2012 Safety Guidelines

for Children at Home and School
· Teach your children to trust you enough to confide in you if something doesn’t seem right.

· Teach your children to be politely but firmly skeptical about anything they see or hear on the Net.

· Teach your children to have a strong sense of their own personal boundaries, of their right to defend those boundaries.

· Teach your children to keep personal information private; not give out personal information such as last name, address, telephone number, parent’s work address/telephone number, or the name and location my school.

· Teach your children that people aren’t always who they present themselves to be in e-mail and that predators exist.

· Teach your children to never agree to get together with someone they “meet” online without first checking with parents.  If parents agree to the meeting, be sure that it is in a public place and that you accompany your children.

· Teach your children to never send anyone their picture or anything else without first checking with parents.

· Teach your children to have no fear of rejecting images or communications that repel or frighten them.
· Teach your children to not respond to any messages that are mean or in any way make them feel uncomfortable.  It is not their fault if they get a message like that.  If I do, teach them to tell a parent right away so that their parent can contact the online service.

We are pleased to offer our students access to the Internet through the Lake County International Charter School’s computer system.  The Internet is a vast network, which links computers at many sites throughout the world.  Using the Internet we can communicate with people all over the world and access vast amounts of information that have educational value.  We consider computer use and Internet access a valuable additional teaching tool and a supplement to our curriculum.

We believe a student in the 21st century must develop the skills to understand and use both the massive information base and the creative potential of technology.

The following guidelines ensure that students using the Internet do so in an appropriate manner.  To gain access to the Internet, all students must read and discuss with parents the following Code of Conduct and Safety Guidelines, obtain parental permission and return the section below with student and parent signatures.  We will not allow students to use the computers without a copy of these signatures on file in the school office.

Student Code of Conduct
Students will follow teacher instructions regarding the use of school computers and the Internet.


Students will take great care with the computer equipment.

Student behavior in class when using the Internet will be responsible and courteous.

Students will work cooperatively and conscientiously when using the computers and the Internet.

When using the Internet, students will only access appropriate information, which is relevant to their 
   work.  They will not access inappropriate or irrelevant material.

Written consent will be obtained from parents or guardians before any child’s photograph, work or video 
   footage is published on the Internet.

Students will only use first names on the Internet and E-mail communications (We will review with them the importance of not including surnames and addresses or giving out personal details).  

Students will ensure that any E-mail they send does not contain inappropriate content.

Students will remember that it is a privilege, not a right to be using the Internet

Students will only download software or install software with teacher's permission.

Students are aware that breaking the code of conduct will result in related and relevant consequences, which may include loss of Internet and computer privileges.
